Over the intervening years it has changed hands a number of times until eventually it was 

bought in 2007 by Arron and Katya Banks. The house has undergone a £5m major refurbishment 

creating an exclusive venue for weddings, parties and business functions. Each function is tailored to 

your individual requirements and the Manor itself will be yours exclusively for the duration of your 

event.

Each of the thirteen bedrooms has an individual character of its own. The hallway features the grand 

staircase of Bath stone which sweeps up to the gallery which has a glass roofed atrium The newly 

constructed Orangery looks out onto the formal rose garden with its roses and elegant topiary. 

A relaxing Library Sitting Room is located near the stylish bar. To round off any event, there is the 

unique themed nightclub in the cellar where guests can dance the night away.  There is also a heated 

indoor swimming pool for the exclusive use of guests.
